The Baptism of Jesus-The Baptism of Jesus is the second event of the manifestation of Jesus’ divine nature after the
Epiphany. The Baptism of Jesus is a significant event recorded in the Synoptic Gospels—Matthew, Mark, and Luke—and briefly
mentioned in the Gospel of John. This event marks the beginning of Jesus' public ministry and is a profound moment of divine reve-
lation and affirmation of Jesus as the Son of God. The Baptism of Jesus holds deep theological significance. It is a moment of divine
endorsement, where God the Father publicly affirms Jesus as His beloved Son. The descent of the Holy Spirit in the form of a dove
signifies the anointing of Jesus for His messianic mission. This event also highlights the unity of the Trinity—Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit—working together in the redemptive plan.
