These visions led to the estab-
lishment of the Feast of the Sacred Heart, which is a significant celebration in the liturgical 
calendar. During June, Catholics are encouraged to engage in various devotional practices to 
honor the Sacred Heart, including: First Friday devotions, observing the Holy Hour, Daily 
Prayer and Acts of reparation.
