St. Gregorv the Great- Gregory was born about A.D. 540 in Rome. Like most of the nobility of his time, he was well
educated. But unlike many, he was generous and concerned about those who were poor. In his early thirties, Gregory was made the
chief prefect, or governor, of Rome. Gregory was attracted to the religious life and soon left his position. He converted the family
estate in Rome into the Abbey of Saint Andrew, became a monk there, and founded six Benedictine monasteries on his estates in
Sicily. In about 578, he was ordained a deacon of Rome and sent as the papal ambassador to Constantinople, where he served until
585. When he arrived back in Rome, he was made the abbot of Saint Andrew’s. In 590, Gregory was acclaimed pope by the clergy
and the people of Rome. Gregory is called the “Apostle of England.” He died March 12, 604. His feast day is September 3rd.
